Kelly Parkman, newsletter editor and most nervous board
member about this transition acknowledged that chronic
mailing delays have undermined the delivery of time sensitive
information such as meeting and project dates with related
details.

He said, "A twenty day lead time no longer assures the delivery
of a paper newsletter before the monthly meeting or a large
event."

The board acknowledges that Hoodview has many members
who don't care for email or even use it. Heck, a couple of them
sit on the board!

Hence, three paper newsletters will still arrive by snail mail.
Hopefully well in advance of the meetings and events they are
promoting.
